A professionally timed, fast, DOWNHILL one mile road race held on the day of the Monmouth May Faire. The race will start on Academy Road in front

of the Henry L. Cottrell School, located at 169 Academy Road, and finish on Main Street at the crosswalk in front of Cumston Hall, 796 Main Street, Monmouth.
Mile times should be several seconds faster than a track mile! Race proceeds will benefit the preservation and maintenance of Cumston Hall, the crown jewel of
Monmouth, Maine.

A timing service, using Finish Lynx timing, will handle the race results.

Please park at one of the following locations on Academy Road: Henry L. Cottrell School, Monmouth Academy, Monmouth Middle School, or Monmouth
Fairgrounds, or on Main Street at the Monmouth Town Office parking lot. The space in, and around Cumston Hall is reserved for May Faire customers and
Library patrons: 9-2 on Race Day.

May Faire events are sponsored by Friends of Cumston Library and include the sale of hundreds of flowering annuals, hanging baskets, vegetable
seedlings, home-grown perennials, manure, a lobster roll lunch, a baked sale, used books sale, Monmouth Museum birdhouses sale, raffle of a quilt
donated by OId Fort Quilts, and tours of Cumston Hall.

DATE: Saturday May 22, 2010

Free Children’s Fun Run: 10:00 am - starts at the Monmouth Kwik Shop and races down Main Street to the cross walk in front of Cumston Hall. No
registration required; this is for children age 8 and under. The finish is the same as the Mammoth Mile. (The distance is less than a quarter-mile). Participants
should meet at Cumston Hall at 9:50 a.m., and the group will walk to the start located at the Kwik Shop.

Mammoth Monmouth May Faire Mile Race: 10:30 am - Depending on registration turnout, the event could be divided into two heats with the fastest
runners assigned with the lowest bib numbers. Instructions will be provided at 10:20am on race morning.

AWARDS - Overall Male and Female winners will receive a trophy. Men and Women’s 1st and 2nd place finishers receive medals in each age group. Age
groups are: 15 and under, 16-19, 20-29, 30-39, 40-49, 50-59, 60-65, 66 Plus.

Awards will be announced at ~11:30 am in the Cumston Hall Theater. Any changes will be announced at the race.
